SKIPPERS ELIGIBILITY

There will be an Open Division and a Women’s Division. At least eight (8) skippers will be invited for each Division. Only skippers invited by the OA will be eligible to enter this event. The OA, at it sole discretion, may invite additional skippers. Applications for invitations to this event are attached to this Notice of Race. The issuance of invitations is at the sole discretion of the OA. Acceptance of invitations must be received by the OA by 01 October, 2009.
