1. All Winter Challenge events are by invitation but anyone interested may apply.
2. Preference will be given to the top 60 in the Open World Match Racing Rankings and the top 20 in the Women’s World Match Racing Rankings.
3. British teams must have sailed in the RYA National Match Racing Series to be invited to the Winter Challenge or be in the top 150 in the World Match Racing Rankings. 

4. The winners of Winter Challenge 1, 3 and 4 will be invited to the Winter Challenge Final.
5. The winners and runners up of Winter Challenge 2 and 5 will be invited to the Winter Challenge Final.
6. Further places in the Winter Challenge Final may be allocated as necessary.  There will be 10 teams in the Winter Challenge Final.
7. British teams will be invited as follows

  - Top 6 on British list from the ISAF ranking on 24 October 2007 may enter 2 weekends

  - Next 6 may enter 1 weekend

  - Outside the top 12 on the British list may apply for the Development weekend, which will be British only. The winner and runner up will be offered places in Winter Challenge 1, 3 or 4. 
8. Foreign teams will only be invited to 1 weekend before the Final

9.  Teams winning a place in the Open Final will be expected to attend the Final
