2 VENUE

The venue will be Phaleron bay, Athens, Greece

3 EVENT GRADING

The event has applied for an ISAF Grade 4.

This grading is subject to review by the ISAF. The event may be re-graded when there is clear  reason to do so.
4 PROVISIONAL PROGRAME

Prize giving on last day of the event at approx. 1 hour after the finish of the last race.

Unless excused by the OA, attendance at the following is mandatory :

(a)
Initial briefing for skippers.

Daily briefing, for skippers.

Prize giving for the final skippers and crews.

5 SKIPPERS ELIGIBILITY

(a)
8 skippers will be invited. Only skippers invited by the OA will be eligible to enter this event. To be invited, contact the organisers to verify eligibility.
(b)
The registered skipper shall helm the boat at all times while racing, except in an emergency or as otherwise allowed by the OA. 

(c)
To remain eligible a skipper shall confirm acceptance of invitation in writing, to be received at least 1 week before the event or as otherwise specified on the letter of invitation. 

(d)
A non-refundable entry fee of 150 Euro amount shall accompany the acceptance of invitation for this to be valid, and should be deposited no later than 2 weeks before the event to the above mentioned sports secretary of the club.
(e)
All competitors shall meet the eligibility requirements of ISAF regulation 19.2.

(f)
All competitors shall obtain an ISAF Sailor ID by registering online at www.sailing.org/isafsailor. Skippers shall inform the OA of their ISAF Sailor ID at registration.
6 ENTRIES

6.1 
The teams shall be entered on completion of registration and the payment of all fees and deposits. All payments shall be made in cash.

6.2 
Entry Fee

Α non-refundable entry fee shall be paid as per 5 (d) above.
6.3 
Damage deposit. 
A refundable damage deposit of 100 Euro shall exist.
6.4
Withdrawal
When a skipper accepts an invitation and later withdraws within two months of the event or leaves the event before the end without written approval from the OA, a zero score may be applied to their Ranking points for that event by the ISAF. (ISAF Regulation 27.2)

Insurance  

All competitors are required to have adequate third party insurance.
7 RULES

7.1
(a) 
The event will be governed by the rules as defined in the RRS, and including Appendix C.

(b) 
The rules for the handling of boats will apply. Class rules will not apply.

(c) 
Any prescriptions of the national authority that will apply shall be posted on the official notice board.
(d) 
Crews must comply with all safety regulations that will be noted on the sailing instructions.

7.2
Major Alterations to the RRS

(a)
Add to RRS 41: (e) help to recover from the water and return on board a crew member, provided the return on board is at the approximate location of the recovery.

(b)
RRS C8.6 and C6.3 will be changed in the sailing instructions.

(c)
RRS 31 will be changed. (Insert any other rules or major changes intended to the RRS ).
Note 
that ISAF has approved a change to Appendix C from January1, 2015 as follows: Delete current rule C2.9 and replace with: C2.9 Rule 22.3 is deleted.

8 BOATS AND SAILS

(a) The event will be sailed in Yngling class type boats.

(b) 4 boats will be provided. (+1 spare)
(c) The following sails will be provided for each boat: Mainsail, Jib and Spinnaker.

(d) Boats will be allocated by draw, either daily or for each round as decided by the Race Committee.

9 CREW (INCLUDING SKIPPER)

9.1    The number of crew (including the skipper) may be up to 3. The number of crew shall be announced latest with the acceptance of entry. Any missing announcement for number of crew will be interpreted as 3 incl. skipper. All registered crew shall sail all races.
9.2
Crew Weighing
The weight limit shall be a maximum average crew weight limit of 68kg.

9.3    When a registered skipper is unable to continue in the event the OA  may authorize an original crew member to substitute.
9.4     When a registered crew member is unable to continue in the event the OA may authorize a substitute, a temporary substitute or other adjustment.

10 EVENT FORMAT

(a)
The event will consist of one Round Robin in a single group, semifinals and finals.

(b) 
The OA may change the format, terminate or eliminate any round, when conditions do not permit the completion of the intended format.

11 COURSE
(a) The course will be windward/leeward with starboard rounding’s, finishing downwind (it may be the case that a leeward gate is introduced).

(b) The intended course area will be at Faliron Bay, in close proximity to the YCG clubhouse. 
12 ADVERTISING

(a)
As boats and equipment will be supplied by the Organising Authority ISAF, regulation 20.3.2 applies. Each boat will be required to display advertising as supplied by the OA.

(b)
Competitors may be permitted to display advertising ashore at the venue, but this is subject to individual negotiation with the Organising Authority.

(c)
Boats shall not be permitted the right to protest for breaches of any rules regarding advertising (amends RRS 60.1).

14.3 The OA shall have the right to use any images and sound recorded during the event free of any charge.
